Rev 9:10 And they had tails like unto scorpions, and
there were stings in their tails: and their power
was to hurt men five months.

Gen_7:24 And the waters prevailed upon the earth
an hundred and fifty days.

Rev 9:9 And they had breastplates, as it were
breastplates of iron; and the sound of their wings
was as the sound of chariots of many horses
running to battle.

false teachers,

the cankerworm hath left hath the caterpiller
eaten.

Joe 1:6 For a nation is come up upon my land,
strong, and without number, whose teeth are the
teeth of a lion, and he hath the cheek teeth of a
great lion.

Joe 1:7 He hath laid my vine waste, and barked my
fig tree: he hath made it clean bare, and cast ir
away; the branches thereof are made white.

Joe 1:8 Lament like a virgin girded with sackcloth
for the husband of her youth.

Isa 11:16 And there shall be an highway for the
remnant of his people, which shall be left, from
Assyria; like as it was to Israel in the day that he
came up out of the land of Egypt.
