An Invasion of Locusts

Joe 1:2  Hear this, ye old men, and give ear, all ye inhabitants of the land. Hath this 
been in your days, or even in the days of your fathers? 
Joe 1:3  Tell ye your children of it, and let your children tell their children, and their 
children another generation. 
Joe 1:4  That which the palmerworm hath left hath the locust eaten; and that 
which the locust hath left hath the cankerworm eaten; and that which the 
cankerworm hath left hath the caterpiller eaten.

This study will not only be a look at the book of Joel, but it will also be a lesson in 
basic bible interpretation. Understanding the metaphors, the similitudes and the 
importance of context.

Rev 9:3  Then locusts came from the smoke and descended on the earth, and they were 
given power to sting like scorpions. 
 
Here we see that the locust identity is the same as the scorpion
 
Luk 10:18  And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven. 
Luk 10:19  Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all 
the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you. 
Eze 2:6  And thou, son of man, be not afraid of them, neither be afraid of their words, 
though briers and thorns be with thee, and thou dost dwell among scorpions: be not afraid 
of their words, nor be dismayed at their looks, though they be a rebellious house. 

Rev 9:19  For their power is in their mouth, and in their tails: for their tails were like unto 
serpents, and had heads, and with them they do hurt. 
Rev 9:20  And the rest of the men which were not killed by these plagues yet repented not 
of the works of their hands, that they should not worship devils, and idols of gold, and 
silver, and brass, and stone, and of wood: which neither can see, nor hear, nor walk:

Joe 2:1  Blow ye the trumpet in Zion, and sound an alarm in my holy mountain: 
let all the inhabitants of the land tremble: for the day of the LORD cometh, for it is nigh at hand; 
Joe 2:2  A day of darkness and of gloominess, a day of clouds and of thick darkness, as the 
morning spread upon the mountains: a great people and a strong; there hath not been ever
 the like, neither shall be any more after it, even to the years of many generations. 
Joe 2:3  A fire devoureth before them; and behind them a flame burneth: the land
 is as the garden of Eden before them, and behind them a desolate wilderness; 
yea, and nothing shall escape them. 
Joe 2:4  The appearance of them is as the appearance of horses; and as horsemen, 
so shall they run. 
Joe 2:5  Like the noise of chariots on the tops of mountains shall they leap, 
like the noise of a flame of fire that devoureth the stubble, as a strong people set in battle array. 
Joe 2:6  Before their face the people shall be much pained: all faces shall gather blackness. 
Joe 2:7  They shall run like mighty men; they shall climb the wall like men of war; and they 
shall march every one on his ways, and they shall not break their ranks:

Rev 9:4  And it was commanded them that they should not hurt the grass of the earth, neither
 any green thing, neither any tree; but only those men which have not the seal of God
 in their foreheads. 
Rev 9:5  And to them it was given that they should not kill them, but that they should be tormented 
five months: and their torment was as the torment of a scorpion, when he striketh a man. 

Rev 9:16  And the number of the army of the horsemen were two hundred thousand thousand: 
and I heard the number of them. 

Eze 38:3  And say, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, I am against thee, O Gog, the chief prince of 
Meshech and Tubal: 
Eze 38:4  And I will turn thee back, and put hooks into thy jaws, and I will bring thee forth, and
 all thine army, horses and horsemen, all of them clothed with all sorts of armour, even a great 
company with bucklers and shields, all of them handling swords:
